David, Cardiff.  The installation will take place during the 12.00 

noon Mass in the Cathedral. His appointment as Canon is an 

acknowledgement  of his dedication and devotion as your parish 

priest. It is also a recognition of the importance of Newport in the 

life of the Archdiocese of Cardiff. 

 

The Metropolitan Chapter was established in 1916 with the 

establishment of the Archdiocese of Cardiff and the Province of 

Wales.
