Take care that you do not
even lose one piece of that which is more precious than gold or precious
stones.” We also ask that you please approach the priest/deacon/minister
with your hands ready as we often get caught out and start moving the Host
towards the mouth and then hands suddenly shoot out, causing confusion for
both the minister and you. Once the Sacred Host has been placed on the
hand there should be no stepping to the side and no turning away. We need
to see the Sacred Host being consumed.
