An Act of Spiritual Communion

There are times in our life where we are genuinely unable to attend
Mass but have a genuine desire to be there. For the Sunday
Obligation this is often due to sickness or some other reason outside
of our control. When we find ourselves unable to attend Mass on
any day, the Church invites us to make an Act of Spiritual
Communionin which we express our faith in Christ and in His
Presence in the Eucharist, and we ask Him to unite Himself with us.
The basic elements of an Act of Spiritual Communion are an Act of
Faith; an Act of Love; a desire to receive Christ; and an invitation to
Him to come into your heart. Given the current situation of with the
Coronavirus we are giving you one such Act may prove useful:

My Jesus, | believe that You are present in the Most Holy
Sacrament.
I love You above all things, and | desire to receive You into
my soul.

Since | cannot at this moment receive You sacramentally,
come at least spiritually into my heart. | embrace You as if
You were already there and unite myself wholly to You.
Never permit me to be separated from You. Amen.
